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Few folk heroes have captured the heart and imagination of the American public like Dan
Clyne's ‘“‘Hungry Chuck Biscuits.” His emergence as the representative of a new cult cannot
be altogether dismissed as a ‘‘fad,”” and can only fleetingly compared to Davy Crockett,
ProJunior, and the Osmond Brothers. Since his first appearance in Teen-Age Horizons of
Shangrila No. | in the summer of 1970, requests have poured into the publisher, begging for
Tore. This book is the result of such clamor. Perhaps, when all the Roy Rogers Fan Club
shirts, plastic-replica Fleet Enema bottles, Hungry Chuck dolls, and other commercial gim-
micks have passed from the scene, Dan Clyne’s unique cultural contribution can be more
realistically assessed. Until then, the sensationalized newspaper accounts and endless de-
bates rage on.
