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Around the corner from where | have lived for
the last fourteen years is a narrow plot of land
between two homes called the Maple Street
Community Garden. Measuring 6000 square feet,
the garden is on a block mainly made up of
single family homes, in a neighborhood in cen-
tral Brooklyn called Prospect Lefferts Gardens.
It's a part of what used to be called Flatbush,
a conglomeration of different smaller housing
developments that once was a Dutch farming
colony, then a town, then a part of the city of
Brooklyn. Today it's a leafy neighborhood on
the east side of Prospect Park.
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
